DIAGNOSTIC CRITERIA FOR DISSOCIATIVE IDENTITY DISORDER

1.
TWO OR MORE PERSONALITIES


(EACH HAS OWN WAY OF SEEING THE WORLD AND RELATING TO IT)

2.
AT LEAST TWO OF THE PERSONALITIES TAKE CONTROL 


OF THE PERSON'S BEHAVIOR FROM TIME TO TIME

3.
INABILITY TO RECALL IMPORTANT PERSONAL INFORMATION

4.
NOT DUE TO SUBSTANCES (ALCOHOL, DRUGS, MEDICATIONS).


NOT DUE TO A GENERAL MEDICAL CONDITION (EPILEPSY)
